Year One Autumn Term 2024
Class 3 & 4
Dear Parent / Carer,

                          We hope you are now ready to start the new school year, so welcome to Year 1! 

We are looking forward to getting to know you and working together so that we have a very exciting and productive year. We hope that you enjoy the new challenges and approaches to learning that Year 1 has to offer!  

Routines
When the children come into school in the morning they will put their things on their pegs and water bottles will go into the water bottle box. They will then put their reading books with their reading record into the relevant basket. Their reading books will be changed once a week to develop confidence and fluency with their books. Each child will be read with three times a week in a small group and they may be asked to come into school at 8:30 in order to do this. If your child is coming into school early you will be informed of this.  Please can you try to hear your child read each night. It only has to be a few pages! Please ensure the children bring their reading book and record to school each day. If you have any messages for us please use Seesaw.
Please can you make sure the children do not bring in anything else from home into school other than their school bag, reading record, and water bottle. Let us know if your child has an inhaler to be kept in school. 
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English
We will be exploring two different stories looking at the vocabulary used and becoming familiar with language features. They will then plan and write their own stories. The children will be composing and writing simple sentences, using capital letters and full stops to demarcate these sentences within their writing.  We encourage and motivate the children to work independently so that they gain confidence in their own ability.  
Children will take part in daily phonics sessions to support their development in reading and writing, and we will be revisiting phase 3 to begin with and moving on to Phase 4.  
We will also be reading and exploring books by different others. 
 Maths
During the term the children will be learning to -

· Sequence numbers to 20 and beyond
· Count reliably
· Read and write teen numbers and understand their place value

· Understand 1 more and 1 less
·  Count on to find the total number using counting aids as support

· Understand the difference between longest and shortest
· To name common 2D and 3D shapes and name some of their properties
· Problem solve using mathematical facts they already know

· To write numbers to 20 in words

Themed Learning
History, Geography, Art, DT, Science and computing will be taught through a theme each half term. The children will be learning all about the fair and seasonal changes in the first half of Autumn term. They will also be designing and making a puppet in DT. For our fabulous finish the children will take part in our own version of Goose Fair in school bringing all our learning together. They will be learning about online safety in computing and exploring Purple Mash. 
SEAL (Social and Emotional Aspects of Learning)

The first unit this term is New beginnings and the children will help set up the classroom rules and be given opportunities during circle times to talk about any worries and things they are enjoying so far.  After half term the unit is called Getting on and Falling out where the children are encouraged to think about ways of getting on with others and how to solve situations that may arise when friendships are not always working out. The children will also be taking part in First Aid for feelings and Growth mindset in class. 
PE

Our PE days will be on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Please ensure your child comes to school in their PE clothes and trainers. Long hair should be tied back and earrings covered with plasters. They will stay in their PE clothes throughout the day. 
SEESAW
Your child should have taken home a sign in code sheet with information on how to get onto Seesaw. Please let us know if you have not received this. Photographs and any messages about the class will be put onto Seesaw. Seesaw will replace home school diaries and tapestry and this will be where you will find out any information and messages. Please ensure you check this daily and use this platform as one of the ways to communicate with us.
Our aim this half term is to ensure that the children experience a smooth transition from the Foundation Stage to Key Stage One. The Year 1 curriculum builds upon and extends the experiences that children have had in Foundation. Learning through play will continue to be an important part of the school day, and the children will gradually be eased into more formal learning as the year goes on so that they remain motivated, enthused and eager learners.  
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At the end of the day please can you wait outside and your child will be sent to you. Once the children are back in their usual classrooms and the building works have been completed class 4 children will exit via Class 4’s fire door and Class 3 will exit via Year 1 entrance doors.
